SECTION 4: First-aid measures

Description of necessary first-aid measures

General advice First Aid Facilities: Maintain eyewash fountain in work area.

If inhaled If inhaled, remove from contaminated area to fresh air immediately. Apply artificial

respiration if not breathing. If breathing is difficult, give oxygen. Get medical aid if

cough or other symptoms appear.

In case of skin contact Wash with plenty of soap and water. Remove contaminated clothing and wash before

re-use.

Store in cool place and out of direct sunlight. Store away from oxidizing agents. Keep containers closed at all times.

Methemoglobinemia is characterized by dizziness,

drowsiness, headache, nausea, vomiting and diarrhea, breath shortness, cyanosis with bluish skin, rapid heart rate and chocolate-brown

colored blood. Exposure may cause anemia and other blood abnormalities.

Inhalation: May cause respiratory tract irritation. May cause methemoglobinemia, cyanosis, convulsions, tachycardia, dyspnea (labored

breathing), and death. May cause effects similar to those described for ingestion. Methemoglobinemia is characterized by dizziness,

drowsiness, headache, breath shortness, cyanosis with bluish skin, rapid heart rate and chocolate-brown blood.

Skin corrosion/irritation
